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Transform the old sanskars and perform the dance of
harmonising sanskars.

You will be loving to one another when you harmonise
sanskars and thoughts with one another. However, be
cautious that your stage is not dependent on praise.
Otherwise, you will continue to fluctuate. Many children
want the fruit of whatever they do. If they are praised,
their stage remains good but, if someone defames them,
they put aside their stage and move away from everyone.
However, when you maintain equanimity in praise and
defamation, there won’t be a conflict of sanskars.
