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Transform the old sanskars and perform the dance of
harmonising sanskars.

Even if you don’t think that the ideas of someone
are very clear, don’t say no. The words that emerge
should always be “Ha ji”. You can then give a signal
to someone at an appropriate time. If you instantly
cut someone off by saying no, there would be a
conflict of sanskars. Therefore prepare the field by
saying “Ha ji” then give a signal at an appropriate
moment. This is the way to harmonise sanskars.
